handles when moving this heater. Keep combustible materials, such as furniture, pillows,
bedding, papers, clothes, and curtains at least 1 m from the front of the heater and keep them
away from the sides and rear. In order to avoid overheating, do not cover the heater.

 Extreme caution is necessary when any heater is used near children or the infirm and
whenever the heater is left operating and unattended.

 Always unplug heater when not in use.
 Do not operate any heater with a damaged cord or plug or after the heater malfunctions, has

been dropped damaged in any manner, return heater to authorized service facility for
examination, electrical or mechanical adjustment, or repair.

 Indoor use only, do not use outdoors.

Decorative Crystals &Log-set Installation

 Open the door of the appliance. 

Install logs first. Connect log-set ( E ) by plugging the connector to the socket as shown below.

Carefully place smoked crystals ( D ) onto the ember bed strip as Fig.4-2. Apply an even layer
from side to side.





Operation

Read and understand this entire owner’s manual, including all safety information,
before plugging in or using this product. Failure to do so could result in electric shock,
fire, serious injury, or death.

Power
Plug the power cord into a 220-240 Volt 15 Amp grounded outlet (see IMPORTANT SAFETY 
INFORMATION on Page 2). Make sure the outlet is in good condition and that the plug is not loose. 
NEVER exceed the maximum amperage for the circuit. DO NOT plug other appliances into the same 
circuit.

Methods of Operation
This electric fireplace can be operated by the CONTROL BUTTONS, located on the Front of the 
fireplace (see figure below), or by the battery-powered REMOTE CONTROL.
Before operating, please review the IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION on Page 2, and heed all 
warnings.

LIT LOGSET brightness button: Makes
log-set dimmer and brighter.

HEATER button: Turns heater on and off.

1 Set current day and time

1. Press once. When "MON"（Monday) begins flashing, use to selected current day. Press OK to complete the
setting.

2. When the hour digits begin flashing, use to select the current hour. Press OK to complete the setting.

3. When the minute digits begin flashing, use to select the current minute. Press OK to complete the setting.

Temperature Limiting Control

This heater is equipped with a Temperature Limiting Control. Should the heater reach an unsafe
temperature, the heater will automatically turn OFF. To reset:

1. Unplug the power cord from the outlet.

2. Turn the ON/OFF switch on the CONTROL PANEL to OFF. Wait 5 minutes.

3. Inspect the fireplace to make sure no vents are blocked, or clogged with dust or lint. If they are,
use a vacuum to clean the vent areas.

4. With the POWER switch in the OFF position, plug the power cord back into the outlet.

5. If the problem continues, have your outlet and wiring inspected by a professional.

2 Set ON/OFF time and temperature on a weekly cycle

5. Repeat steps 1 to 4 to set the “ON/OFF” time and temperature for Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday,
Friday, Saturday,and Sunday.

6. Press OK to complete programming, ensuring to aim the remote control at the receiver, located in
the middle of the appliance. The appliance will “beep” once to confirm that programming has been
successful.

Open window warning
If the room temperature decreases by 10 degrees within 3 minutes, the appliance will assume there is an open
window nearby. In order to conserve energy, the heater will automatically switch from High Heat to Low Heat, or if the
heater is already at Low Heat, it will turn off completely.

When switching from High Heat to Low Heat, the appliance will beep 3 times and the digital display will flash “88” 3
times before displaying the existing heatingstatus.

When switching from Low Heat to Off, the appliance will beep 3 times and the digital display will flash “88”

continuously. Toreset the heating function, see “operating remote control” section.

1. Press once. When "MON"（Monday) begins flashing, use to selected current day. Press OK to complete the
setting.

note:
The timer can only be adjusted in 30-minute intervals (i.e. 00:00 - 00:30; 00:30 - 01:00, etc.)

2. When --:-- begins flashing, use to select the desired hour and minutes to turn on the heater. Press
to complete thesetting. Press at any time to clear the digits and shut down ”ON” timer.

3. When ”18” begins flashing, use to selected the desired temperature to turn on the heater for Monday.

note:
If the temperature was previously set, those digits will be shown instead of “18”.

4. When --:-- begins flashing, use to select the desired hour and minutes to turn off the heater. Press
OK to complete thesetting. Press        at any time to clear the digits and shut down ”OFF” timer.



Remote Control Battery Information

 Remote control uses two AAA batteries (NOT Included )

NEVER dispose of batteries in fire. Failure to observe this precaution may result in an
explosion. Dispose of batteries at your local hazardous material processing center.

Care and Maintenance
Cleaning

ALWAYS turn the heater OFF and unplug the power cord from the outlet before
cleaning, performing maintenance, or moving this fireplace. Failure to do so could result in
electric shock, fire, or personal injury.

NEVER immerse in water or spray with water. Doing so could result in electric shock,
fire, or personal injury.

Metal:
 Buff using a soft cloth, slightly dampened with a citrus oil-based product.
 DO NOT use brass polish or household cleaners as these products will damage the metal trim.

Glass:
 Use a good quality glass cleaner sprayed onto the cloth or towel. Dry thoroughly with a paper

towel or lint-free cloth.
 NEVER use abrasive cleansers, liquid sprays, or any cleaner that could scratch the surface.

Vents:
 Use a vacuum or duster to remove dust and dirt from the heater and vent areas.

Plastic:
 Wipe gently with a slightly damp cloth and a mild solution of dish soap and warm water.
 NEVER use abrasive cleansers, liquid sprays, or any cleaner that could scratch the surface.

Maintenance

Risk of electric shock! DO NOT OPEN any panels ! No user-serviceable parts
inside!

ALWAYS turn the heater OFF and unplug the power cord from the outlet before
cleaning, performing maintenance, or moving this fireplace. Failure to do so could result in
electric shock, fire, or personal injury.

Electrical and Moving Parts:
 The fan motors are lubricated at the factory and will not require lubrication.
 Electrical components are integrated in the fireplace and are not serviceable by the consumer.

Storage:
 Store heater in a clean dry place when not in use.

WARNING! NO SERVICING of the internal or electrical parts should be performed by the
consumer. Do not service the unit yourself.
